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I. Competition Rules:

Selection of participating teams:Due to space constraints, only 6 teams will be
able to participate in this year's competition (800 herefore, if more than 6
teams register for the competition, the 6 teamkbeilchosen by a lottery system
on March 1, 2008. Teams not registered prior toddd., 2008 will not be

eligible for the lottery drawing and will therefonet be eligible to participate in
the competitionTeams must register on line atvww.cclceorg. Teams will be
notified of the results of the lottery on March2D08 via email. There will be a
registration fee of $125 per team due prior todbepetition date, that includes
team competition equipment, food provided and studdt bags. Checks should
be made payable to and sent to CCLCE.

Role of teachers/advisors at the competitionfeachers will NOT be allowed to
be with the students from the beginning of thetrotes until the completion of
their presentation preparation, including the lugobup time period. (9:00 a.m.
to 1:40 p.m.) Teachers will rejoin their teams @01p.m. to view the presentation
and go on the group tour. Each team will be assigmeadult team guide
provided by the CCLCE to supervise, guide and cloapgethe students
throughout the day’s activities. Students must sigly their assigned guide and
may not leave their designated areas without peionis Teachers will be
provided separate programming through which they eaan ceu’s.
Unauthorized communications: There will be no unauthorized communication
between the team students and any teacher or adnosothe start of the
rotations to the completion of the presentatiorparations. This includes any
verbal, non-verbal gestures, written, cell phoegt thessage or email
communications between a student and his or hehéear advisor without the
supervision of competition personnel. If a teadaresdvisor needs to speak to a
student he or she must first speak to a competitibcial who will arrange a
meeting in the presence of said official.

Video and audio recording:Videotaping and audio recording by competitors
during the competition is prohibited. Videotapingdaudio recording by a
teacher, advisor, observer or other guest reqtheedirect permission of the
competition coordinators.

Fact Scenario: The fact scenario of the crime that teams willlve@stigating will be
provided to the teams upon their arrival to thstfiotation. Just as in real life they will

be playing the roles of crime scene investigatioas are called to a crime scene and have
to gather information about that crime upon artid information regarding the crime
will be provided in advance of the competition. silidents should come equipped with
the necessary skills to gather and analyze theeae&lfrom any type of crime scene that
they may encounter.

Teams:Each team shall consist of no more, and no lesststudents. .Each team of
nine students will be divided into 3 sub-groupshwée students each, to be designated as
sub-groups A, B and C. Teams should come with sabgs A, B and C already
designated. All three subgroups will rotate throadjlihree stations throughout the
morning. Therefore all students must be able topteta all possible tasks for their team.
Students will not be designated with specific, safgaroles. All students will work
together as a team and share all work, tasks adh{s.

Team Captain: Each team MUST designate a team captain. Altholilghaan members
contribute equally to the investigation, this i€@&sary due to the fact that your
teacher/advisor cannot be with you during the cdrtipe. The designated team captain
shall coordinate and lead teammates in an orgaféddon throughout the competition.
This will help teams compile and analyze their evick and prepare their presentations
in a smoother, more organized and efficient manner.



Teacher/Advisor Responsibilities:The teacher/advisor for each team is responsible f
any and all communications with the CCLCE priothte competition date. Most
communications are done via email so the teachas@dis responsible for providing a
valid email address upon registering the team agdlarly checking and efficiently
responding to email from the CCLCE regarding thegetition. The teacher/advisor is
also responsible for ensuring that ALL studentstboeoughly familiar with the
Competition Guidelines; discussing the dress codieagher rules with students and
ensuring their compliance and adherence to theselaes; notifying competition
coordinators in advance if there are any studeritsspecial needs; wearing a name tag
identifying them as a team teacher/advisor; engysnompt arrival at the competition;
ensuring all students have the skills and knowletgpessary to complete all the tasks
properly and safely; and ensuring the proper bemadfiall students on the team.

Equipment: Teams must bring a digital camera to record theesgcene, a laptop
computer on which to prepare their power point @néstion, and a thumb-drive or cd on
which to save their work so that it can be presktaehe judges on a UNH
computer/projector set-up. UNH will provide all ettrequired technical equipment
including all basic crime scene related suppliglsptatory equipment and reagents for
the investigation and analysis of the evidenceni®must also bring their own writing
utensils, paper, notebooks, stapler, staples,@dipts, paper clips, etc.

Stations: There will be three stations that each sub-grdigaoh team will rotate

through and have tasks to complete therein. Thexeédl nine team members should be
able to complete any and all investigation taskise stations include the crime scene, the
interview room and the laboratory. Due to spacestramts, two teams’ sub-groups will
view and analyze each crime scene at the same time.

Rotations: Each sub-group of each team will go to one stadioing each of three
rotations. Therefore, all sub-groups will completsks in all stations at some point
during the three rotations.

Rotation #1 20 minutes at the designated station, followed® minutes of review and
analysis; sub-group A for each team will go to ¢chiene scene where they will work
alongside another sub-group from a different teathraake initial observations and
notes; sub-group B for each team will go to thenview rooms where they will
interview the person who discovered the crime ail@d the police; sub-group C for
each team will go to the laboratory to completereises.

Laboratory Session #5tudents will conduct microscopic hair and fibemparisons.
They will be given unknown hairs and fibers recedefrom the crime scene and asked
to compare them to known hairs and fibers. (In araton for this exercise, students
should receive instruction on use of a compoundaesaope, mounting hairs on glass
slides, and basic microscopic structure of a hair.)

Rotation #2 40 minutes at the designated station, followed Byinutes of review and
analysis; sub-group A will go to the interview ro®mhere they will interview suspect
#1; sub-group B will go to the Laboratory to comglex: 40 minutes at the designated
station, followed by 15minutes of review and anistysub-group A will go to the



interview rooms where they will interview suspett gub-group B will go to the
Laboratory to complete exercises; sub-group Cgualto the crime scene where they will
prepare a sketch map of the scene.

Laboratory Session #&tudents will be given several objects with laggmints and asked
to develop those prints using a chemical methodager (Ninhydrin) and powder
dusting on a non-porous object. Students will tbempare these developed prints with
known inked finger and palm print cards from theu8pects and the person who found
the crime scene. (In preparation for the exerggejents should receive instruction
regarding basic fingerprints patterns and methdédemparison, as well as how to
process an object for fingerprints with powder thgstmethods. We will demonstrate the
proper method for chemical development of prints.)

Rotation #340 minutes at the designated station, followed Byninutes of review and
analysis; sub-group A will go to the laboratoryctimplete exercises; sub-group B will
go to the crime scene where they will cast a fant@nd process objects for fingerprints;
sub-group C will go to the interview room whereythdll interview suspect #2.
Laboratory Session #&tudents will conduct presumptive blood testseveral

potential bloodstains. (We will provide basic ingttion on how to perform these tests.)
Students will then measure a series of blood dampisdetermine their angle of incident,
and thus their approximate area of origin. (In pragon for this exercise, students
should be instructed on how to use basic trigonomptinciples to solve for the angle of
impact of a single drop of blood. We can providsibanaterials for teachers to cover
this material with students prior to the compefitigpon request.)

Lunch and group time: Teams will have two hours within which to eat apded box
lunch and prepare their presentation. Studentsidt@usure to use their time wisely.

Presentation sessions and group tourS:hree teams will present their findings to the
judges in session 1 while the other three teamgiaes a guided tour of the school.
Then the second group of three teams will pregesit findings to the judges in session 2
while the first group of three teams will be giviteir guided tour of the school. Each
team will have a total of 15 minutes to presenirtfiiedings to the judges. Team
presentations will be stopped after 15 minutesmigas of whether or not the
presentations are finished. Teams should therdi®@utious to stay within the time
limit. Teams will not be in the room watching tbiner presentations.

Judges:The judges of the presentations will be a commnatf University of New
Haven Henry C. Lee College of Criminal Justice &odensic Sciences professors and
additional experienced volunteers. Decisions efjtliges are final.

Final presentation: Each teams’ final presentation to the judges rhash the form
of a power point presentation and include the foilhg: an overview of who they are,
what they did and why they’re there; informationhgaed from the interviews and where
it led them; information gathered from the crimerse; laboratory information; the crime
scene map; appropriate photographs of the crimeesard evidence; and a synopsis of
their findings. All steps taken to reach the uéitenconclusion must be explained.
Students must show the what, how, and why of ekergtthey did in their investigation
and how it all helped them reach their ultimateatesion, and of course the conclusion



itself. Presentations are strictly limited to 15mtes and will be stopped at the end of the
time limit regardless of whether they are finished.

Student Assembly:During this time, the judges will be discussingl &valuating the
presentations to determine winners. Teams willdtéeyed together in the auditorium for
a brief presentation to be announced on the dateeatompetition.

Judging Criteria will follow in the next couple of weeks.
